The Committee have been ssgtonished, and dismayed, to learn that the
Council is now proposing to use almost three times as much of the
Allotment land feor housing as was originally intended - 3.4 acres
inatead of 1.2 acres, This will mean 50 to 60 houses, or about 250

pecple. We regard the loss of allotment land as quite unjustifiable
especially at a time like the present, and especially when there is
gich a demand for these wvery allotments, In addition we consider

that the present high density of housing (ever increasing with house
extensions takinz place all the time) already over-extends services

all sorts, and that this, together with the extra pressure on the
roads all indicates that this site is not the right place for more
housing. The roads on the Brentham Estate were not intended to
carry through traffic - the estate as a whole was originally
designed as being self-contained, with no through roads - and with
the parked cars which are gquite inevitable, the additionzl traffic
repriﬁﬂnts an unwarrented new risk, E“uecially to children and old
people.

The Society will do all it can, but your letters carry a great deal
of weight with Councillors. VWrite to any Counciller, but alsc write
to the Chairman, Housing Committee, Town Hall, Esling, W.5. and soon,
beczuse the qeuslng Committee is considering thls matter on June 19tH
The public may attend this meeting, and a good attendance by local
reazidents always carries a SlF“lficaﬂﬁ message to Councillors.
