ASBESTOS

A resident was recently comcerned to find that panelling he was removing
sfrom a stajr spandrel was-made of asbestos cement. This substance is guite
harmless when undisturbed but particles of it could be harmful if breathed in
in sufficient quantitics and over a period of time; therefore in case you are
considering the removal of flush pan1ling in your house, we list a few
commonsenge precaunticns which should s1ill further reduce the very small element
of risk inhereni in this operation.

1) Check cn whether your panel is plywood, hardboard or asbestos by exposing
a small area with a screwdriver or similar tool. TIf it is asbestos cement....

2) Wear a simple dust mask obtainable at most D.I.Y. shops.

%3] Lay polythene dust sheets on carpets in the wicinity of the wnrlk,

éj Aveid breaking the panels if possible and thoroughly damp down expesed
surfaces.

5) Carefully place all the pieces and the dust sheets in sealed plastic bags
for disposal.

&) Wipe down all painted surfaces in the viecinity with a damp cloth.
