MAPPING OUT POSSIBILITIES

In 1987, a group called Commaon
Ground launched their Parish Maps
project. Since then hundreds of
societies, W I's, schools, residents
associations and all kinds of local
organisations have made maps of their
localities. However these maps have
little in common with the Ato Z. They are
expressions of what people value in
their local area. The maps are as varied
as the places in which they were
created. They are painled, embroidered,
drawn, written, sewn, photographed -
esach map’s design varies according to
the skills of the people who made it

Common Ground say that the project
was started in an attempt to encourage
people to come together to char the
things they valued most in their
community. It was alsc an attempt to
make their voices heard amongst the
developers and local authorities, and to
assert their views about what makes a
tocality distinctive.

We think this project is idea! for the
Brentham Estate for two reasons. One,
because we seem to be under more
pressure than cver to allow alterations
to houses which will change their
unigue style. A project that encourages
us all to examine what we really value
as a group would be timely. Secondly,
our centenary is fast approaching, and it
would be a great way to celebrate.
